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Do NOT take Thalidomide if you are pregnant. Using Thalidomide during pregnancy may
cause birth defects or loss of the unborn baby.

You must have pregnancy tests that show you are NOT pregnant before starting this medication.
Discuss with your doctor before starting this medication.

You must use birth control for at least 4 weeks before starting this drug, during treatment and any treatment breaks,
and for at least 4 weeks after your last dose. Call your doctor IMMEDIATELY if you did not utilize birth control, or if
you think you may be pregnant, or if you miss your period during this time frame.

The chance of blood clots in your veins or lungs may be raised with this drug. Call your doctor right away and head to
the nearest emergency room if you have any chest pain or pressure; coughing up blood; shortness of breath; or pain,
warmth, or swelling of the legs or arms.
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
