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Do NOT take Fingolimod if you are pregnant. You must have pregnancy tests that show you are

NOT pregnant before starting this medication. Discuss with your doctor before starting this
medication.

Do not take this drug if you are able to get pregnant and are not using effective birth control to prevent
pregnancy. You must use birth control while taking this drug and for 2 months after the last dose.

HPV infections have occurred with this drug. You may need to have an HPV vaccine before taking this drug. For female patients: Have
Pap smears as you have been told by your doctor.

What are some things | need to know or do while | take this medication?

e This drug stays in the body and may affect your immune system for up to 2 months after your last dose. If you
will be taking another drug that will suppress your immune system within 2 months after you stop this drug, talk
with your doctor.

e You may have more chance of getting an infection while you take this drug and for 2 months after you stop it.
Wash hands often. Stay away from people with infections, colds, or flu.

e Talk with your doctor before getting any vaccines while you take this drug and for 2 months after you stop it.
Use with this drug may either raise the chance of an infection or make the vaccine not work as well.
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
